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We expect all pupils to wear the school uniform and to maintain a clean, tidy and smart appearance. Wearing uniform helps children develop a sense of pride in belonging to Kingsway Community Primary School and supports a positive attitude towards learning. It also promotes a sense of readiness for the school day and a feeling of unity among classmates. Our approach to uniform remains flexible, allowing children a degree of choice and ensuring they feel comfortable.

1. Aims
This policy aims to:
· set out our approach to requiring a uniform that is of reasonable cost and offers the best value for money for parents and carers
· explain how we will avoid discrimination in line with our legal duties under the Equality Act 2010
· clarify our expectations for school uniform

2. Our school’s legal duties under the Equality Act 2010
The Equality Act 2010 prohibits discrimination against an individual based on the protected characteristics, which include sex, race, religion or belief, and gender reassignment.

To avoid discrimination, Kingsway will:
· avoid listing uniform items based on gender, to give all pupils the opportunity to wear the uniform they feel most comfortable in
· allow all pupils to have long hair (although we ask for this to be tied back)
· allow pupils to request changes to swimwear for religious reasons
· allow pupils to wear headscarves and other religious or cultural symbols
· allow for adaptations to our policy on the grounds of equality by asking parents/carers to contact our Headteacher or Deputy Headteacher, who will answer questions about the policy and respond to any requests.

3. Limiting the cost of school uniform
Kingsway endeavors to make sure that the uniform we require is affordable, in line with the Department for Education’s statutory guidance on the cost of school uniforms.
We understand that items with distinctive characteristics (such as the school logo) cannot be purchased from a wide range of retailers and these requirements limit parents/carers’ ability to ‘shop around’ for a lower price.

We take all possible steps to ensure our uniform:
· is available at a reasonable cost
· provides the best value for money for
parents/carers 

We do this by:
· carefully considering whether any items with distinctive
characteristics are necessary
· limiting any items with distinctive characteristics where possible
· avoid placing unnecessary restrictions on everyday items that pupils would normally select for themselves outside of school, including coats, bags and shoes
· keeping the number of optional branded items to a minimum, so that Kingsway’s uniform can act as a social leveler
· avoiding different uniform requirements for different year/class/house groups
· avoiding different uniform requirements for extra-curricular activities
· making sure that arrangements are in place for parents/carers to acquire second-hand uniform items
· avoiding frequent changes to uniform specifications and minimising the financial impact on parents/carers of any changes
· consulting with parents/carers and pupils on any proposed significant changes to the uniform policy and carefully considering any complaints about the policy.

The school colour is navy blue.

The uniform is:
· navy blue sweatshirt or cardigan (with white Kingsway logo preferably)
· plain white polo shirt – no logo
· black trousers/skirts or shorts
· black or grey socks/tights
· blue and white gingham school dress (summer)
· plain black smart school footwear (no trainers)

PE Kit:
· plain white round neck t-shirt
· plain black shorts/jogging bottoms
· plain black hoody
· trainers

Pupils can attend school wearing correct PE uniform on allocated PE days.

Swimming (you will be advised when this is needed):
· plain one-piece swimming costume/trunks
· swimming hat
· [bookmark: _bookmark0]towel

To help to ensure that items do not get lost, we ask that all items of uniform – especially jumpers and cardigans - are clearly named. We also ask that parents/carers check their child’s clothes when they are washed to make sure they have the correct name label.

Lost property is collected in the Main School Office area.

Jewellery:
· We prefer children NOT to wear jewellery because of the potential for accidents. 
· Small round ‘ball like’ silver/gold earring studs ONLY may be worn. These MUST be removed for PE/Games/Swimming.
Hair:
· Hair which is longer than shoulder length MUST be tied back. We ask for no extreme hair colours or styles.

4.2  Where to purchase school uniform
School logo sweatshirts/cardigans can be purchased online from the following retailers:

All other school uniform can be purchased at any local supermarket, high street retailers or from the KFA’s pre-loved uniform shop. Please contact the School Office if you would like to know more about the pre-loved items.

5. Expectations for our school community
5.1 Pupils
Pupils are expected to wear the correct uniform at all times (other than specified non-school uniform days) while:
· on the school premises
· travelling to and from school

· at out-of-school events or on trips that are organised by the school, or where they represent the school (if required)

5.2 Parents and carers
Parents and carers are expected to make sure their child has the correct uniform and PE kit, and that every item is:

· clean
· clearly labelled with their child’s name
· in good condition

Parents/Carers are also expected to contact the Headteacher or Deputy Headteacher if they want to request an amendment to the uniform policy in relation to:
· their child’s protected characteristics
· the cost of the uniform
5.3 Staff
Staff will monitor pupils to make sure they are in correct uniform. They will give any pupils and families breaching the uniform policy the opportunity to comply and reminder letters for school uniform expectations will be sent to parents / carers. This will be followed up by the Headteacher or Deputy Headteacher if the situation does not improve.
In cases where it is suspected that financial hardship has resulted in a pupil not complying with this uniform policy, staff will take a mindful and considerate approach to resolving the situation.

5.4 School Standards Committee (SSC)
The SSC will review this policy and make sure that it:
· is appropriate for our school’s context
· takes into account the views of parents/carers and pupils
· offers a uniform that is appropriate, practical, and safe for all pupils

6. Monitoring arrangements
This policy will be reviewed every 2 years by the Headteacher. At every review, it will be approved by the SSC.
